5.  SCHEDULED BUSINESS:

a. Interim Authority to Operate (IATO) Brief’s:

(1) Joint Surveillance Target Attack Radar System

(JSTARS) -  Brief was given by Maj James Batte and Mr. Tim Kesecker and is included as enclosure (2).  Joint interoperability testing for JSTARS is scheduled for May 2001.  The IPTP agreed that an IATO would be granted for 1 year with the following stipulations:


(a)  That the JSTARS Program Management Office delineate specific interoperability requirements, identify all Information Exchange Requirements (IERs) and schedule certification testing with the JITC for all joint interfaces of JSTARS.

(b) That the JSTARS Program Management Office

continue working with the JITC in order to develop and implement an end-to-end operational Interoperability Certification Evaluation Plan (ICEP) that will:

· Make the most efficient use of JSTARS program and JITC

Resources

· Use existing data and other testing results to provide

Requisite interoperability requirements, testing, and certification information

· Outline how the JSTARS system will be tested against the 

ORD, C4ISP, and TEMP requirements

· Identify JSTARS joint interoperability testing for DT&E,

OT&E, and various joint exercises and deployments

· Whenever possible, support JSTARS joint interoperability

testing in Service or DISA facilities during developmental testing or operational testing periods.

ACTION:

· IPTP Chair:  Issue JSTARS an IATO expiring on 22 March 2002.

(2) MITEL SX2000 Light -

Mr. John Capponi, MITEL Inc.  Joint interoperability certification testing is not currently scheduled.  The IPTP agreed to grant an IATO for MITEL SX2000 Light for 1 year with the following stipulations:



(a)  This IATO is applicable only to the MITEL SX-2000 Light hardware platform operating with Software Release MS2006-F-NA-00 ED. SXM242.



(b)  The MITEL SX-2000 Light Switch is authorized for PBX applications only, End Office (EO) and Multifunction Switch (MFS) applications are not authorized.



(c)  The interface to the DSN shall be via T1 Channel Associated Signaling (CAS) access trunks only.



(d)  Use of ISDN SS#7, PRI and BRI interfaces are not authorized by this IATO.



(e)  The host EO or MFS must provide all attendant services.

March 2001.

· JITC:  Provide MITEL Inc. with next available test dates.
