3. Lt Col Morrow opened the meeting and personal iIntroductions
were conducted. The ITP meeting minutes for 14 November 2003
were presented and approved with one change. These minutes were
revised at the request of Lt Col Morrow to reflect the attendance
of Lt Col Glogowski as the USAF representative instead of Maj

Brian Burns. These meeting minutes and the enclosures can be

4. Scheduled Business:

a. New ICTO Process for DSN Equipment — Mr. Kris Strance
briefed the ITP on the new DODI 8100.3, which was signed into
effect on 16 January 2004. The Key change affecting the ITP is to
the ICTO approval procedures. Under this new policy based on

revised Public Law, ICTOs for systems/equipment that connect to
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the DSN/DRSN/PSTN must be approved by the DoD CIO. ASD/NII as
the DoD CIO has established a process under the GIG Waiver Board
for these ICTOs. The MCEB ITP will now recommend approval to the
DoD CIO for those DSN/DRSN/PSTN ICTO requests it agrees with. IT
the MCEB ITP does not recommend approval, the ICTO request will
be returned to the submitter as denied. A modification to the
ITP charter will be necessary to ensure that the MCEB ITP

recommendation to the DoD CI0 contains the information required.

b. Interim Certificate To Operate (ICTO) Briefs:

(1) INTECOM PointSpan - ICTO deferred to 12 March 2004
as the Navy needed to complete their internal staffing of
alternative actions possible.

(2) Combatant Commanders VTC HUB - ICTO deferred to 12
March 2004. |1TP Executive Agent to coordinate with the submitter
and the Chairman as to whether electronic processing of this
request can be accomplished. ICTO had previously been approved
through 30 January 2004 to allow completion of joint testing.

(3) EWSD RSU - ICTO request referred to ASD (NII1) and

J-6C for resolution/way ahead.
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(4) ADTRAN ATLAS 890 SWITCH -Deferred. ITP Executive
Agent will coordinate with submitter and ITP Chairman on how to
proceed and whether this request can be handled electronically.

(5) GCCS-J —Deferred. |ITP Executive Agent to
coordinate with submitter for when they can provide a status
update on plans for obtaining interoperability requirements
certification (via an ISP) and complete interoperability
certification testing.

(6) VOIP DMDC - ICTO request denied and returned to
submitter. Denial was based on lack of scheduled testing and JS
denial of their CJCSI 6215.01B MUF requirements waiver.

(7) JEMPTS-NT — ICTO approved through 15 March 2004.
ASD/NI1 reported that although this does not meet the
requirements of an ACAT program; there are still procurement
costs associated with the program, therefore there is a need for
development of a scaled NR-KPP. JFCOM will provide an update at
the 12 March 2004 1TP meeting on developing a NR-KPP, getting
that NR-KPP certified by the JS, and testing the current version.

(8) GCCS-M — ICTO approved through 30 July 2004. Navy
to continue to i1dentify requirements with JITC and J6. Navy will
provide update at July 2004 I1TP meeting.

(9) NC3 Hybrid Solution - ICTO approved through 30 May

2004. Navy will provide update at May 2004 ITP meeting.
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(10) Mitel SX2000 LIGHT - An ICTO is not appropriate
for the Mitel SX2000 Light as there are no plans to update the
system to meet the requirements of CJCSI 6215.01B or the GSCR
that would allow 1t to be certified. Navy should submit a DoDD
4630.5/DoD1 4630.8/DoDIl 8100.3 policy waiver request to ASD/NII
pending the replacement of this switch with one that can be
certified.

(11) DoD Collaboration Tool Interoperability Standards
— IRC Chat: ICTO request does not meet the requirements for an
ICTO. The requester will submit a request to the ASD/NIIl GIG
Waiver Panel for a waiver to DOD Collaboration Tool policy.

(12) INMS - ICTO approved through 30 May 2004. The
Army will provide a status update at the May 2004 ITP meeting.

(13) CENTRIXS - ICTO approved through 30 September
2004. CENTRIXS PMO will provide update at May 2004 1TP meeting.

(14) RADIL Release 8 - ICTO extended through 30 July
2004 . Air Force will provide update at July 2004 ITP meeting.

(15) MCE V 110.9 - ICTO extended through 30 May 2004.
Air Force will provide update at May 2004 ITP meeting.

(16) IADS Version 9.0 - ICTO extended through 30 May
2004. Air Force will provide update at May 2004 I1TP meeting.

C. GCCS-AF - Lead Air Force. Action Item deferred to Mar

2004 ITP meeting. This was a continuing action i1tem from the 20
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March, 25 July and 26 September 2003 ITP meetings. The Air Force
provided a briefing at the November 2003 meeting and stated the
CDD for GCCS-AF is near completion. In addition, joint
interoperability certification testing is expected to be
scheduled in October 2004. The Alr Force was tasked at the Nov
ITP meeting to submit an ICTO request at the 23 January 2004 ITP
meeting since GCCS-AF will be fielded prior to the expected
certification date of December 2004.

d. JITC Brief on the Tactical Data Link (TDL) Test and
Certification shortfall - JITC discussed the lack of service
participation by the US Navy. Discussion results provided in the
next agenda item.

e. Navy C2 Participation in Joint Interoperability
Certification Testing — Navy representative had previously
proposed JITC use a non-certified USN system for joint
interoperability testing certification. JITC and the USN reps
were directed to discuss the Navy proposal further and provide an
update at January ITP meeting. JITC determined that the Navy’s
proposal was not acceptable. The Navy representative provided
that resolution of this issue requires additional Navy action.
The Chairman provided that the ITP has not been able to resolve
this 1ssue and that i1t should be elevated to the MCEB Principals.

The Chairman and the Executive Agent iIn conjunction with JITC

will prepare a briefing for the March MCEB cycle.

T. Testing to the NR-KPP - J-6I, LTC Gaetjen provided a brief at the
request of the ITP. The Net Ready approach is a different approach than the
traditional testing approach in that testing is no longer one-to-one. It is now
one-to-many. Instead of one device connecting directly to another, the
philosophy is that each device connects to/interfaces with the GIG.

g- The Interoperability Testing Watch List (ITWL) was
distributed and discussed. Recommended additions to the list
will be addressed at the March 2004 ITP meeting.

h. Air Force Accelerated Test Requirements — Deferred to
March 2004 1TP meeting.

i. Combined Interoperability Test Requirements - JITC will
“electronically” provide brief on an action item from the NATO
IRTS WG requesting National input on combined Interoperability
Requirements.

J- New Business - No New Business was presented.

k. Meeting Summary - The ITP Chairman summarized all
actions resulting from the meeting. Each action item 1is
identified in the above paragraphs. The next ITP meeting will be
held Friday, 12 March 2004 starting at 0900 at the JITC, Indian
Head, Maryland, Naval Surface Warfare Center.
