3.  Col Febuary opened the meeting and personal introductions were conducted.  The IPTP meeting minutes for 31 May 2001 were presented and approved.  The final 31 May 2001 IPTP minutes are included as enclosure (1).  Please find all enclosures to these meeting minutes at the IPTP web site http://jitc.fhu.disa.mil.

4.  SCHEDULED BUSINESS:


a.  EWSD, THE WAY AHEAD.  Briefing was provided by Col David Ludwig, USA, to “discuss the SIEMENS Elektronisches Waehl System Digital (EWSD) open Discrepancy Reports (TDR’s) which affect Worldwide Certification Test.”   The briefing identified problems that could not be resolved between the Army PM for Switches, Joint Interoperability Test Command, and DISA DISN Network management/operations.  The IPTP members were asked to provide input to this resolution in order to determine the way ahead.  Members present at this meeting needed additional input from their respective operational and technical organizations.  The IPTP Chair asked that each member research these issues and make an operational assessment of these open test discrepancies and to determine if the these discrepancies are significant enough to prevent global certification of these switches.  Army PM for Switches will provide additional information ensuring that each TDR has a specific question to be addressed.  Suspense for this action is 25 July 2001.  This brief is included as enclosure (2).

ACTION

(  Army PM for Switches:  Provide specific operational questions for each TDR. Suspense: ASAP.

(  IPTP Chair:  Issue specific questions to IPTP members as soon as received.

(  IPTP Members:  Provide an operational assessment of these open test discrepancies and their associated question by COB 25 July 2001.



b.  INTERIM AUTHORITY TO OPERATE (IATO) BRIEF’S:




(1) Ms. Brenda Perry presented the USN IATO requests for both the LUCENT Definity G3I Version 6.3 for the Space and Naval System Center (SPAWARSYSCEN) Portsmouth, VA and the G3R Version 6 for the Naval Weapons Station (NWS) Earle, Colts Neck, NJ via teleconference.  Panel discussion revealed that Version 8.2 is currently undergoing JITC testing and he Navy plans to implement this version in the near future.  This IATO was granted and will include both versions. 

ACTION

(  IPTP Chair:  Issue IATO letter for both Version 6.3 and 8.2 at SPAWAR Portsmouth and NWS Earle for one year beginning on 13 July 2001.




(2) Ms. Darlene Brittan presented the USN IATO request for the LUCENT DSS 5ESS Version 11 for the Naval Medical Center, (NMC), Portsmouth, VA via teleconference.  Panel discussion revealed that version 15 of this switch would be installed in the near future.  The Panel determined that the IATO should be granted for both versions 11 and 15.

ACTION

(  IPTP Chair:  Issue IATO letter for both Version 11 and 15 at NMC Portsmouth for one year beginning on 13 July 2001.




(3) Ms. Brenda Perry presented the USN IATO request for the Nortel Meridian 1 Option 81C for the Naval Air Station (NAS), Corpus Cristi, TX via teleconference.  The Panel approved this request.

ACTION

(  IPTP Chair:  Issue IATO letter Option 81C at NAS Corpus Cristi, TX for one year beginning on 13 July 2001.




(4) Capt Burris presented the USAF IATO request for the Nortel Meridian 1, Option 81C, PBX for Tyndall Air Force Base.  This briefing, included as enclosure (3), provided information requested at the 31 May 2001 IPTP meeting.  The panel approved this request with the stipulation that the PBX would not be utilized on an ISDN network.
ACTION

(  IPTP Chair:  Issue IATO letter for Option 81C Version V3X at Tyndall AFB for one year beginning on 13 July 2001.




(5) Mr. Lyndon Johnson presented the DISA IATO request for the Nortel Meridian 1, Option 61 for Head Quarters, Defense Information Systems Agency Europe (HQ DISA EUR).  This briefing, included as enclosure (4), was discussed and the IPTP members concurred with this request. 

ACTION

(  IPTP Chair:  Issue IATO letter for Option 61 Revision 25.30 at HQ DISA-EUR for one year beginning on 13 July 2001.




(6) Mr. John Caruso, USA, presented a briefing on the TJTN-CCB IATO request for the REDCOM ISDN Gateway Exchange (IGX). This briefing, included as enclosure (5), resulted in significant discussion with the IATO being approved but limited to use in a tactical environment connect to a STEP site that is capable of supporting the Nortel proprietary PRI.
ACTION

(  IPTP Chair:  Issue an IATO letter for REDCOM IGX Version 5.1.6 for use in a tactical environment and only when connected to a STEP site capable of supporting Nortel proprietary PRI for one year beginning on 13 July 2001.

(  TJTN-CCB Chair:  Provide a migration plan for Multi Level Precedence and Preemption (MLPP) implementation in accordance with the ANSI T1-619A Standard to access ISDN services.
  
c.  STATUS OF INTEROPERABILITY TESTING TO THE MCEB BRIEF (2nd DRAFT).  Mr. Robert Hickman, JITC, briefed the Draft TADIL and Transmission Systems’ Certification Status.  Briefing is included as enclosure (6).  Discussion resulted in several recommended corrections and questions being raised.  JITC will evaluate these comments and provide a revised briefing to the 9 August 2001 MCEB Coordinators brief.

ACTION

(  JITC: Revise/update brief and provide to MCEB.
 
d. SERVICE/AGENCY PARTICIPATION IN JOINT/COMBINED TESTING AND RELEASE-ABILITY OF IMPLEMENTATION DATA TO NATO.  JITC lead a discussion of these two issues that were provided to IPTP Members via email prior to the meeting.  The first issue was that not all S/As are participating in joint and combined tactical data link testing with a representative command and control system.  This is limiting the ability of JITC and the joint test community to properly evaluate the interoperability of new and modified systems.  The S/As stated that they will attempt to resolve this participation issue at their level and if they are unable to correct, JITC will raise the issue to the MCEB.  The second issue deals with tactical data link implementation data being provided to NATO.  Currently, implementation has not been released to NATO after several requests from the NATO Tactical Data Link Interoperability Testing Syndicate.  Within the NATO testing program, any nation may be a test director for a tactical data link test and therefore needs implementation data in order to generate the test procedures.  S/A representatives stated that they would address this issue and report back NLT the next IPTP meeting.


e. SERVICE/AGENCY INPUT FOR SYSTEMS CONNECTED TO DSN.  JITC briefed that the only response to the tasker from the last IPTP meeting was from the Marine Corps.  Other S/As stated that they understood that JITC would provide them with a draft listing to review.  JITC agreed to provide a listing from the JITC STP for each S/A to review.

ACTION

(  JITC:  Provide each S/A with a by-service/agency listing of the systems data contained in the STP.

(  IPTP Members:  Review the listings and provide concurrence/comments NLT the next IPTP meeting.


f.  IPTP CHARTER.  JITC/JS led a discussion of the revised IPTP Charter.  The issue of the IPTP Interoperability Watch List (IWL) was discussed and determined to not be required in light of the DOT&E Interoperability Watch List.  The charter will be revised as discussed and submitted into the Joint Staff AO review process leading to MCEB approval.

ACTION

(  JITC:  Revise the IPTP Charter removing references to an IPTP IWL and inserting steps for the IPTP to provide inputs to the DOT&E IWL.

(  J6I:  Submit the revised Charter to the AO staffing process.


g.  STP IATO STATUS REPORT.  JITC presented the current STP IATO Status report for IPTP information.  No discussion resulted.  No action assigned.


h.  BETA TEST SITES.  JITC provided a straw man paper, included as enclosure (7), identifying the need for releasing new switches and new software versions for switches to a specific location for testing in an operational environment.  JITC requested IPTP concurrence with this proposal so that individual IATOs would not have to be processed for each switch or software release.  The IPTP members requested they be allowed to more thoroughly discuss this proposal with their technical groups.

ACTION

(  IPTP Members:  Review the JITC proposal and provide comments NLT the next IPTP meeting.


i.  NEW BUSINESS.  None.


j.  MEETING SUMMARY.  The IPTP Chair summarized and identified actions resulting from the meeting.  Each action item is identified in the above paragraphs.  The next IPTP meeting will be held Friday, 21 September 2001 at the JITC, Indian Head, Maryland, Naval Surface Warfare Center.
